Section 9: Removal - Any Board member may be removed by the Neighborhood Council for
cause, following a good faith determination by the Board that the member has engaged in
conduct that is contrary to rules and regulations applicable to the Board or that impedes

this Policy, unless the member has been censured at least once pursuant to the Board of
Neighborhood Commissioners’ Censure Policy.

Conduct, acting on behalf of the Board without authorization, and misuse or abuse of the
censure or removal processes by acting in bad faith.

The Board shall use the following procedure when removing a Board member:

1. A motion to remove a Board member may be initiated by any three (3) Board
members. Those Board members shall not constitute a majority of the quorum of any
Neighborhood Council body, such as a committee. The proposed motion shall be
delivered to any officer of the Board or a specific officer or member of the Board as may
be specified in the bylaws or standing rules of the Neighborhood Council. The motion
shall be in writing and provide the specific facts and grounds for the proposed removal
action including the date(s) and specific conduct relied upon for the motion. The motion
shall not be based upon conclusions, e.g, “for alleged violations of the Code of Conduct”
but shall contain factual statements that describes conduct only and is not intended to
embarrass or humiliate the board member. The motion to remove shall also include a
copy of the prior censure motion and the date it was passed.

2. The Board member, group of Board members or committee responsible for setting the
final Board agenda shall list and briefly describe the motion on the agenda of the next
regular or special Board meeting scheduled at least thirty(30) days following the delivery
of the proposed removal motion.

3. The Board member subject to removal shall be given a minimum of thirty (30) days
prior written notice, which may include email sent to the last email address on file with
the Neighborhood Council, of any meeting at which a motion to remove will be heard.
The notice shall provide the specific facts and grounds for the proposed removal as

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specified in 1 above. The Board shall also provide a copy of the notice to the Department
of Neighborhood Empowerment a minimum of thirty (30) days prior to any meeting at
which a motion to remove will be considered.

4. The Board member subject to removal shall be given reasonable time to be heard at
the meeting, either orally or in writing, prior to the Board’s vote on a motion for removal.

5. The Board shall decide whether or not the Board member should be removed by an
affirmative vote of two-thirds (2/3) of the currently sitting Board members. The Board
member who is the subject of the removal motion shall not be allowed to vote and shall
not be counted when determining the two-thirds (2/3) majority vote. For the purpose of
the removal motion, abstentions shall not be counted as votes.

Our Board Requires a 2/3 vote

6. In no event shall a motion to remove a Board member be heard by the Neighborhood
Council within sixty (60) days of the next election or selection.

7. The Commission may review a Neighborhood Council’s removal decision if requested
to do so by the affected Board member. Once the request is made for the Commission to
review the decision to remove, the Neighborhood Council voting to remove the board
member may not fill the vacancy created by the removal until the Commission has made
a decision on whether the removal was proper or the Commission declines to review the
matter. The Commission’s decision whether to hear or decline to hear the removal review
request shall be sent in writing to the requestor and the Neighborhood Council within 30
days after the request for review is delivered.

8. A request for the Commission to review a Neighborhood Council’s removal decision
shall proceed as follows:
a. The request must in writing and must be delivered to the Executive Assistant of
the Commission or, in the absence of an Executive Assistant, to the President of
the Commission within thirty (30) days of the date of the action by the
Neighborhood Council to remove the Board member.
b. The request must state the basis for the review. The request shall not cite or
present any evidence not considered by the Neighborhood Council but must
address only procedural deficiencies.
c. If the Commission determines the request for review raises sufficient questions
regarding procedural deficiencies and agrees to hear the review, it will be placed
on the agenda of a regular or special meeting of the Commission within sixty (60)
days of receipt of the request for review.
d. At the review the Commission will determine if the facts as presented support
the removal motion and if the procedures set out in this policy were correctly
applied.
e. If the Commission determines that there were either factual or procedural
deficiencies, the Commission may either reinstate the Board member or return the
matter to the Neighborhood Council for further consideration.

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f. If the Commission returns the matter for further consideration and the
Neighborhood Council does not act within sixty (60) days of the Commission'’s
decision the Board member will be considered reinstated.

g. During the period of appeal the Board member shall not be counted as part of
the Board for any quorum and shall not participate in any Board actions.

h. If the matter is returned to the Neighborhood Council for further consideration
the Board member shall not be counted as part of the Board for any quorum and
shall not participate in any Board actions until the Board takes action as requested
by the Commission or until the expiration of the sixty (60) day time period.

9. This policy is not intended to restrict or eliminate a Neighborhood Council’s ability to
remove or render ineligible to serve, Board members who fail to attend meetings, join
committees, maintain their stakeholder status, or perform other duties as may be
described in the Neighborhood Council’s bylaws and/or standing rules. Nor is it intended
to limit a Neighborhood Councils ability to remove committee chairs or committee
members according to the Neighborhood Council’s bylaws and/or standing rules

The STNC Board was seated on May 12, 2021/ 10 Months with Kathleen Travers
failing to do her State Required Ethics Training.

The Code of Conduct Training was finally done by Ms. Travers in December 2021?
7 months after she was seated. Other NC Board members were removed by DONE
after the required 60 day deadline. Repeated reminders and accommodations have
been offered to Ms. Travers to help her to do the trainings.

For over one hundred years, the Los Angeles Bureau of Street Lighting (BSL) has been at
the core of technology adaptation. Through delivering core City services that make our
neighborhoods work, whether it’s repairing a broken light, or installing electric vehicle chargers,
BSL works to maintain a network of more than 200,000 street lights. BSL’s recent L4 Lights
Strategic Plan 2020-2025" aims to provide reliable, safe infrastructure for all residents and
visitors, with an emphasis on lighting the way for equity. Basic lighting technoiogy and
infrastructure have considerable impacts on the overall quality of a street, especially for
transportation and public safety.

Copper wire and power theft (“CWPT”) incidents have dramatically increased in recent
years, rising 338% between 2017-2018 and 2019-2020. CWPT response times grew to over two
months in 2019-2020 and ultimately impacted BSL’s ability to respond to more routine
maintenance such as a “single light out”. Areas of Council District 7 have been affected by these
issues and response times for routine maintenance have significantly increased. Support and
resources are needed to address these immediate incidents, as well as for long-term goals such as
the High Impact Area (HIA) initiative and its potential to pilot additional areas.

I THEREFORE MOVE that the City Council instructs the Bureau of Street Lighting, in
coordination with the City Administrative Officer and Chief Legislative Analyst, to report to the
Council in 30 days on an overtime staffing plan to help combat copper wire and power theft and
lighting outages, particularly in areas disparately impacled by these events, such as Council
District 7; and

The American Rescue Plan provides funding for the implementation of 9-3-8 and also includes an 85% Federal
Medicaid match for three years for mobile crisis intervention services. These mobile crisis teams should be supported
by a full crisis continuum of care, which includes prevention, crisis response and post-crisis care.

To build out a crisis continuum of care, local, county, state and federal efforts must be aligned. The Natijonal Council
for Behavioral Health issued a Roadmap to the Ideal Crisis System report which supports the development of a shared
vision and building out a crisis continuum of care which includes crisis call center, mobile crisis response, walk-in
urgent care, secure crisis center, 23-hour observation, residential crisis services, peer respite and sobering support
services, hospitalization, and intensive crisis outpatient services.

The City of Los Angeles has embarked on a number of innovative crisis intervention programs such as the
Thetapeutic Van, CIRCLE, and the CRESS programs, and seeks to scale up community-based crisis response teams, a
key component to the crisis continuum of care.

Bicycle theft is a continuing problem across the City, with large numbers of bicycles being
reported stolen each year, and even more being stolen but not reported to the authorities.
Unfortunately, the majority of stolen bicycles are not recovered, due in large part to thieves quickly
disassembling them and selling them. Bicycle “chop shops,” spaces where individuals take apart
stolen bicycles, sell parts and reassembled bicycles, operate across the City, often right in the
public right-of-way. Thieves have little or no fear of repercussions, as this activity is not expressly
illegal and police do not have the resources to check every bicycle being disassembled in the street
against [ists of those that have been reported stolen.

The City of Long Beach had similar issues, and in 2018, adopted an ordinance prohibiting
the operation of bicycle “chop shops” on public property or within the public right-of-way, with
specified exceptions for licensed businesses and for individuals making repairs or present while
repairs are being made to their own bicycles.

I THEREFORE MOVE that the City Attorney be requested to prepare and present a draft
ordinance to prohibit the assembly, disassembly, sale, offer of sale, distribution of bicycles and
bicycle parts on public property or within the public right-of-way, modeled after a similar
ordinance in the City of Long Beach.

Dear Sunland Tujunga Neighborhood Council (STNC),

We would like to thank the board for your continued service and dedication to the Sunland-Tujunga
Neighborhood Council. Together, you work to identify and address issues affecting your community to
effectively represent your community’s voice at City Hall.

Neighborhood council leaders are some of the most dedicated people we know and have the pleasure of
working with. Only the people engaged in the Neighborhood Council System can understand the
implications of serving in your positions.

Our Department is committed to empowering Angelenos and building a community of elected
volunteer leaders (organized on the Boards of 99 Neighborhood Councils located in 7 geographic
Districts) that is unified, where people of different races, religions, sexual orientation, gender
identity/expression, ethnic backgrounds, can come together and overcome the challenges of the past
and create stronger and more inclusive neighborhoods.

As a Department, we are also responsible for ensuring the successful operation of the neighborhood
council system pursuant to Los Angeles City Charter (Charter Section 901) and Los Angeles
Administrative Code (Section 22.801 and 22.810 1). The Department carries out its obligations in
accordance with the Charter, Administrative Code, and other applicable laws and regulations,
including policies adopted by the Board of Neighborhood Commissioners (BONC).

It is in this capacity that we would like to share some meeting observations and concerns about
formal complaints received alleging exclusion of and/or discrimination by Sunland-Tujunga board

and board members.

As you know, when created, the Los Angeles City Charter envisioned a system that functions with an
inclusive culture. Article 1 Section 6 of the Plan for Citywide System of Neighborhood Councils (The
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Plan) states an objective of the neighborhood council system is to “foster a sense of community for all
people to express ideas and opinions about their neighborhoods and their government.” Furthermore,
Article II of The Plan states the desired characteristics of the neighborhood council system to be
inclusive, and “may not discriminate in any of their policies, recommendations or actions against any
individual or group on the basis of race, religion, color, creed, national origin, ancestry, sex, sexual
orientation, age, disability, marital status, income, homeowner status, renter status or political
affiliation.”

Formal complaints have been presented over the last year and a half through the grievance portal. The
grievances were filed by both stakeholders and by board members and can be reviewed on the
Department’s grievance portal webpage (#289, #290, #291, #292, #310, #311, #312, #324, #349, #355,
and #357.) Though the grievances were not certified due to technical issues, we do believe the issues
presented in the grievance are important and need to be addressed by the board.

There are actions that the Sunland-Tujunga Neighborhood Council can consider implementing that
would be responsive to the concerns and allow stakeholders to feel welcomed and included in the
Sunland-Tujunga Neighborhood Council. Examples include:

1. Refrain from further use of references that call out a person’s race, religion, color, creed,
national origin, ancestry, sex, sexual orientation, age, disability, marital status, income,
homeowner/renter status, citizenship status, or political affiliation.

2. Consider embracing deliberate methods for creating diversity and a balanced representation on
your board and committees.

3. Develop an approach to vetting stakeholder engagement and participation in the STNC that is
consistent and unbiased for all candidates. This includes developing a uniform process to fill
board vacancies from the application process to the questions that are asked of candidates by the
board. Consider asking questions of all candidates that focus on the skills they bring to the
board.

4. If a candidate is not appointed by the board, is another space available for them on the
neighborhood council? Can their experience, skills, and abilities be of use and benefit to the
STNC and the community.

5. Amend your bylaws and standing rules to incorporate processes as suggested in items #1-#4.

Be mindful that Sunland-Tujunga NC should conduct board business in a manner that is consistent with
the Charter. The Department seeks to provide the Sunland-Tujunga NC as much support as possible to
address these areas of concern. We believe that these recommendations will help the board move
forward with more cohesion and productivity. Addressing these concerns as suggested above will
minimize the need for the Department to consider options to address the concerns, including exhaustive
efforts.

At a minimum, the Department requires the following:

e Adhere to all applicable laws, rules and regulations when conducting board business, including
BONC policies, bylaws, funding guidelines, and standing rules when conducting board
business.

e All neighborhood council board members must abide by the Code of Conduct, which states that
neighborhood council board members should:

o (Attachment A.1) conduct themselves in a professional and civil manner

o (Attachment A.2) treat other Board Members and members of the public with respect
regardless of the other's opinion, ethnicity, race, religion, religious belief or non-belief,
color, creed, national origin, ancestry, sex, sexual orientation, gender, gender
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expression, age, disability, marital status, income, homeowner status, renter status or
political affiliation.

o (Attachment A.4) not use language that is threatening, obscene, or slanderous, including
profanities, insults or other disparaging remarks or gestures directed toward other Board
Members.

o (Attachment A.5) promotes and, if necessary, enforces a safe meeting environment. If
other Board Members become disruptive or violate the Code of Conduct Neighborhood
Council Board Members have agreed to abide by, Board Members should demand that
the offending Board Member conduct themselves in a respectful and orderly manner.

e Respect board members and utilize his/her/their preferred pronouns.

The
motion was amended on September 17,2021 by the Health, Education, Neighborhoods and Parks
Committee to include implementation of the Mayor's Executive Order No. 27 regarding racial
equity in city government plans at the Neighborhood Council level, in consultation with the Board
of Neighborhood Commissioners, the Commission on Civil Rights, and any relevant departments
and commission. The motion was amended on January 19, 2021 (Blumenfield/O’Farrell) to
include gender expressions and gender in our response.

RECOMMENDATIONS:

1. Approve the Department of Neighborhood Empowerment’s and CHRED's report and
instruct the Departments to continue the implementation of mandatory diversity equity
and inclusion training and anti-bias, gender expression and gender identity training for all
members of Los Angeles Neighborhood Councils as described in this report.

2. Request the Office of the City Attorney, in consultation with the Department of
Neighborhood Empowerment and any other relevant department, to prepare and present
an Ordinance amending the Administrative Code to require neighborhood council board
and committee members to complete the training on implicit bias developed for City
employees in compliance with the Mayor's Executive Directive No. 27.

3. Request the Office of the City Attorney, in consultation with the Department of

4. Request the Office of the City Attorney, in consultation with the Department of
Neighborhood Empowerment and any other relevant department, to prepare and present
an Ordinance authorizing the Department to amend neighborhood council bylaws to
ensure that the bylaws comply with this instruction, the Los Angeles Administrative
code, or the Plan for a Citywide System of Neighborhood Councils.

5. Request the Office of the City Attorney, in consultation with the Department of
Neighborhood Empowerment and any other relevant department, to prepare and present
an Ordinance authorizing the Department to amend Neighborhood Council bylaws and to
affix Neighborhood Council's bylaws amendments as necessary to promulgate any
training procedures, rules or regulations promulgated by the Department.

6. The training rules and regulations shall take precedence over any inconsistent language
in the Neighborhood Council's bylaws.

7. Request the Department of Neighborhood Empowerment and the Office of the City Clerk
to provide a report describing the training currently provided to the Neighborhood
Council System, and recommending what training, if any, that should also be made
mandatory by Ordinance.

SUMMARY:

The Department took action to assess options for developing and implementing the requested
mandatory trainings without additional resources. The City of Los Angeles Personnel Department
concurrently researched and interviewed nationally acclaimed organizations and institutes with
proven track records and expertise to provide programming adequate to implement Executive
Directive #27 for City Departments, employees, and volunteers.

On January 21, 2021, Mayor Eric Garcetti announced the creation of the Anti-bias Learning for
Employees (ABLE) initiative - a mandatory implicit bias training program for all City employees.
Led by the Personnel Department, the ABLE training adapted the Kirwan Institute modules to
deliver City of Los Angeles-specific content.

The ABLE training is now available on the City's Cornerstone training platform. Since
neighborhood council mandatory trainings are also provided on the Cornerstone platform, the
Department made the ALBE training accessible to neighborhood council leaders through their
Cornerstone accounts assigned and funded by EmpowerLA.

The Department piloted self-regulation of the ABLE training. Once available on Cornerstone,
neighborhood council boards were required to complete the training and report on action taken
to ensure 100% completion of the training by March 1, 2022.

As of January 30, 2022, over 50% of NC leaders have completed the ABLE | training. EmpowerLA
believes that without a clear directive from the City Council requiring the training and authorizing
the Department to promulgate enforcement rules, it will be unlikely to achieve 100% compliance
with all board members.

As it relates to gender expression and gender identity training, the Department partnered with the
CHRED to retain the services of the University of Southern California's Center on Race and Equity
to implement the gender / gender identity implicit bias training. Founded by Professor Shaun R.
Harper, the Center's strength resides in its interdisciplinary network of experts on race and
racism, people of color, immigration, and other essential equity dimensions.

The anticipated program with USC would provide for (1) implicit bias gender & gender identity
training to NCs. The training will be provided in a format that is compatible with the City's current
training portal, Cornerstone. This format will allow access while also providing the ability to track
participation of NCs in this training. Additionally, the program would provide for (1) training
session to EmpowerLA staff and selected neighborhood council leaders on implicit bias
mitigation. Our target date for releasing this training is late June 2022.

Our report details our concerted effort to advance the City Council's intent as described in CF 20-
0990. However, it is clear that achieving full compliance with City Council training or other City

Council action or directives requires providing the Department with authority to carry out City
Council courses of action.

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MOTION

According to the Los Angeles Animal Services and the Los Angeles County Animal Care and Contral,
there were over 12,000 total wildlife intakes from 2019-2020, with about 7,000 intakes within the City of
Los Angeles. Neither LA County Animal Care and Control nor Los Angeles City Animal Services are
equipped to care for sick, injured, and orphaned native wildlife, the majority of which are euthanized. The
City's wildlife is an essential portion of the overall environment, and it is critical to protect the wildlife
within the City’s boundaries especially in the urban metropolitan areas.

LA Wildlife Education & Rehabilitation (LA WILD) is a non-profit organized and explicitly operated to
rehabilitate and release back into the wild, sick, injured, or orphaned local wildlife in the metropolitan
areas of Los Angeles. Additionally, LA WILD provides educational programs for the public on how to
coexist with wildlife to minimize negative outcomes for residents, businesses, and local wildlife.

LA WILD is proposing an education & wildlife rehabilitation center comprising an animal hospital
complex and a space for LA WILD administrative staff. The proposed hospital complex includes an
intake desk, intake exam and treatment room with digital x-ray, animal care rooms, treatment/surgery
room, a kitchen for animal food preparation, as well as an animal care laundry facility and outdoor
wildlife rehabilitation enclosures. Additionally, the administration space incorporates Executive Director
and staff offices, an outdoor patio, and a volunteer training and education room. The proposed
rehabilitation center will be fully equipped to provide the necessary care for any native wildlife brought
into the facility, for which LA WILD will be permitted.

LA WILD is searching for a secure and quiet site with one (1) to two (2) acres of land appropriately
zoned for wildlife rehabilitation, with access to water, power, and sewage. The site will need to include
staff and volunteer parking and public access to deliver injured wildlife to the animal hospital. The site
must be offered at no cost to LA WILD; however, LA WILD will be responsible for all administrative
staff, operating expenses for utilities, buildings/trailers, office & hospital equipment, medical supplies,
food and animal enclosures.

I THEREFORE MOVE that the City Council direct the Department of General Services and the
Department of Recreation and Parks, along with the Los Angeles Zoo, to report within 60 days with
potential locations that could meet LA WILD's facility requirements for an LA Wildlife Education &

Rehabilitation Center.
